WEATHER FORECAST FOR FEBRUARY. 1st-3rd: Rain moves out of the Northeast, followed by fair, cold weather. Fair also for the Western and Central States. 4th-7th: Gusty winds over the Southwest. Snow for Arizona and Nevada east to Texas. Mild days and cool
nights over much of the Southeast. Powerful storm pushes in across the Pacific Northwest, bringing heavy snow (1 foot or more) to parts of the Rockies, Plains, and Great Lakes. Stormy conditions pose no threat for playing Super Bowl XLVI in Indianapolis, thanks to
