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PLANTING TABLE FOR MARCH
GARDENS: Plant asparagus, rhubarb, horseradish, and artichoke,
cabbage plants, onion sets, Bermuda onion plants, English
peas, Irish potatoes, beets, carrots, collards, mustard, parsnip,
parsley, radish, spinach, turnip, kale, rape, lettuce, tendergreen,
cauliflower, endive, broccoli and Swiss chard in the open.
Transplant to the open all vegetable plants now in cold frames.
Keep tomatoes, eggplant and pepper plants under glass, lifting
the sash off these during mild days, so they may be hardened off.

The times shown in this calendar are daylight saving
time from the second Sunday in March until the first
Sunday in November. They are based on a 35° latitude
and a longitude of 75° Eastern Time Zone, 90° Central,
105 Mountain and 120° Pacific. Your local times for
Sun s., etc. can be figured approx. by adding 4
minutes for each degree you are west or subtracting 4
minutes for each degree you are east of the above degrees.
Also add 2.9 minutes for each degree you are north or
subtract 2.9 minutes for each degree you are south. Moon's
phases and seasons calculated at 7:00 AM EST.

WEATHER FORECAST FOR MARCH. 1st-3rd: Stormy for the West; squally for California and Southwest, wet for the Plains States. Fair for Texas, the Southeast, the Great Lakes. Some snow over the Northeast; possibly heavy along the New England coast. Milder for the
Mid-Atlantic. 4th-7th: Stormy for Oklahoma, Kansas and the Gulf Coast east, followed by fair weather. A significant snowfall is possible for parts of the Mid-Atlantic. Thunderstorms rapidly roll through Minnesota to Michigan and east, followed by clearing. Fair skies for the Western
and Gentral States. 8th-11th: Fair at first for the Western and Central States, but becoming unsettled east to the Great Lakes. Turning windy and wet over the Southwest. Showery along the Gulf Coast. Fair for the East. 12th-15th: Light rains fall across Pennsylvania and New York and
the rest of the Northeast, followed by fair skies. Showers for Georgia north to the Mid-Atlantic, followed by clearing. Fair and windy West into Mississippi Valley; a major storm moves inland from the Pacific by the end of this period. 16th-19th: Stormy weather spreads east across
the Plains to the Mississippi River. Heavy rain for the Southeast, especially central and south Florida. Showers and heavy thunderstorms rumble from the Great Lakes into New England. Break out the green umbrellas for New York's St. Patrick’s Day Parade! Fair weather returns to
the West Coast. 20th-23rd: Mostly fair and cold for the West and Mississippi Valley, but turning unsettled again by the 23rd along the West Coast into the Rockies. Unseasonably cold, with snow showers and flurries from the Great Lakes into the Northeast; some accumulations are
possible over the Great Lakes. 24th-27th: A potent storm delivers a heavy dose of snow, sleet, rain and wind across the Midwest and Great Lakes, followed by clearing. Unsettled for the East. Rain through the Rockies and Plains across Texas and the Southeast, followed by mostly
fair and cold conditions. 28th-31st: Stormy weather spreads east from the Pacific to the Mississippi Valley; showery for New Mexico and Texas, heavy thunderstorms for Oklahoma and Kansas. Unsettled conditions reach the East Coast by the 31st. Warm across the Southeast.
