GARDENS: This is the big month for outdoor planting of all kinds. You
may plant the entire list of garden seeds of both hardy and tender
varieties, and make a second planting of snap beans, corn, and if not
already planted in sufficient quantities, continue to plant lettuce,
mustard, beets, spinach, radish, turnips, kale, cabbage plants, onion
sets, caulifiower, celery, carrots, parsley, squash, cucumber, tomato
plants, peppers, eggplants, watermelons, cantaloupes, butter beans,
pole beans, okra and anything that you like in vegetables.

The times shown in this calendar are daylight saving
time from the second Sunday in March until the first
Sunday in November. They are based on a 35° latitude
and a longitude of 75° Eastern Time Zone, 90° Central,
105° Mountain and 120° Pacific. Your local times for
Sun r, Sun s., etc. can be figured approx. by adding 4
minutes for each degree you are west or subtracting 4
minutes for each degree you are east of the above degrees.
Also add 2.9 minutes for each degree you are north or
subtract 2.9 minutes for each degree you are south. Moon's
phases and seasons calculated at 7:00 AM EST.

WEATHER FORECAST FOR MAY. 1st-3rd: Pleasant conditions from the Pacific Coast to the Mississippi Valley, then unsettled. Mostly fair for the East. 4th-7th: Showers clear over West and Plains, turning pleasant. Threatening conditions Nevada
to Oklahoma and Kansas. Light showers Great Lakes and East, followed by fair skies. Scattered thunderstorms over the Southeast, then fair. Showers hopefully exit Louisville in time for the Kentucky Derby. 8th-11th: Strong disturbance arrives from
Pacific, with winds along Pacific Coast, heavy rains for the Rockies to Nebraska, Dakotas through the Great Lakes. Stormy for Southwest to Arkansas, Louisiana. Pleasant for the East. 12th-15th: Thunderstorms from Tennessee, Kentucky up the Ohio
River to the Mid-Atlantic Coast, followed by clearing. Stormy along the Gulf Coast. Pleasant for the Western and Central States. 16th-19th: Unsettled over the Western and Central States; showers, followed by clear weather, Threatening skies Nevada to
Oklahoma, Kansas. Chilly, with showery rains for Louisiana and the Gulf Coast. Showers Great Lakes east, followed by fair and cool weather. Windy and rainy Virginia, Maryland and much of Northeast, followed by clearing. Weather should improve at
Pimlico in time for the Preakness Stakes. 20th-23rd: Fair from lllinois, Michigan east. Pleasant for the Southeast. Fair initially for West and Mississippi Valley, then turning stormy in the Southwest, the Rockies and the Plains. 24th-27th: Clearing for the
Western and Central States, but unseasonably cold. Thunderstorms bubble up over Texas, Southeast and Mid-Atlantic, followed by clearing and cool conditions. Squally from Minnesota and Wisconsin east to New England, followed by fair skies. Thundery
weather hopefully moves out in time for the Indy 500. 28th-31st: Mostly fair for Mississippi Valley and points east. Fair skies give way to unsettied weather over the West. Some rain for the Plains States to the Great Lakes. Windy over the Southwest.
